Important Update for the 2020 Cotton Carnival Pageants

Due to Covid 19, the pageants will be run a little differently this year. We will,
to the best of our ability, try to limit close contact. Please be aware, this is a
pageant and multiple contestants will be on stage at the same time. With that

being said, we are implementing the following for the contestants and their
parents/guardian:

-ONLY 1 person will be allowed in the dressing room with the contestant. This will be STRICTLY
enforced. NO EXCEPTIONS. The guest will have to wear a mask at all times while backstage and
they will be asked to leave the dressing room, 30 minutes prior to the pageant start time and will not be
allowed back stage again until the pageant ends.

-The contestant needs to come FULLY dressed to the pageant. This includes having make-up on and
hair fixed. We do not have room for everyone to dress, apply make-up, finish hair and still keep
contestants at a social distance. The only exception will be, if the contestant’s dress is long and will
drag on the ground, you may bring it and put it on in the dressing room.

-If you feel bad, are sick in any way, have been sick a few days before the pageant, have a cough or are
running a fever, PLEASE do not come to the pageant. We will be taking temperatures before you will
