Pageant is open to any single high school girl (9™M-12™ grade) from any area high school, and 10" or 11" grade girls
from Sikeston High School (Jr. Miss Sikeston winner is not eligible to participate the year after she won), who has
never been married or pregnant.

Pageant Date & Time: Saturday, September 29 @ 1:30 pm. All contestants need to be at the building behind the
stage by 1:00 dressed and ready to go on stage. There are dressing rooms and bathrooms located in the building behind
the stage. You may use these areas to change clothes, fix make-up or hair, etc

Photograph: All girls participating must have a recent photograph (head and shoulders only) to turn in with the
entry form. The contestant will be fully responsible for getting the photograph turned in with the entry form by
Friday, September 21,2018. NO LATE ENTRY FORMS OR PHOTOS WILL BE ACCEPTED! NO
EXCEPTIONS! All photos will be returned the day of the pageant.

Entry Fee: Each contestant will be required to pay a $30.00 entry fee, which must accompany her picture and
entry form.

If you feel that your application will not reach us by the deadline, call and you will be given a place to drop it off. If you decide
to drop application off, they must be dropped off by 5:00 pm on deadline date.

On Saturday morning (Sept. 30) before the pageant begins, all Miss Cotton Carnival contestants are required to ride in the
Cotton Carnival Parade which begins at 10:00 a.m.at the Sikeston Senior High School. Your car should have signs on each side
stating your name, “Miss Cotton Carnival Contestant”, the school that you attend, and sponsor (if applicable). All queen
contestants need to be lined up by 9:30 a.m. on Matthews Street facing east (facing Sikeston High School). If your school band
participates in the parade, you can request to be placed in the parade line up by your band. If you are in your school band and
required to march, riding in the parade as a Miss Cotton Carnival contestant is optional. EVERY CONTESTANT MUST BE IN
THE PARADE IN SOME WAY. This is mandatory by the American Legion.

After the contest, please take all personal belongings with you. We will not be responsible for anything left behind. Please pick
up the photograph that was mailed in with your entry form before you leave the pageant.
